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David Henry Frost and Caroline Eaton Frost

David Henry Frost born 26 Jan 1821 in Augusta, Oneida County, NY to David Frost and Olive Post Frost.
Caroline Elizabeth Eaton born 13 Aug 1827 CT to Joshua Eaton and Jane Stiles.
David Henry Frost and Caroline Elizabeth Eaton married 20 June 1848 Stockbridge NY. 

In 1850 David Henry and Caroline lived in Stockbridge, Madison County, NY on real estate valued at $9330. David was listed as a 29 year old farmer and Caroline was listed as 23 years old. David’s mother Olive P. Frost lived with them as did James Walsh, a 20 year old laborer born in Ireland, and Mary Jones, a 20 year old from Wales.  Nearby neighbors were David’s sister Mary Louisa and her husband Samuel Hull and their children. 
The mortality schedule for the US Federal Census of 1850 lists a baby boy named William E. Frost who was born @ Oct 1849. He died Nov 1849 in Stockbridge at the age of one month. He died from inflammation of the bowels. It is not only possible but probable that he was the son of David and Caroline.
David started the newspaper the Oneida Dispatch in 1851 and ran it until 3 June 1854. At that point it was sold and became the Oneida Telegraph which is still in print.  

On 30 June 1855 the family was counted in the NY State Census living in Madison County NY. The home was built of wood and valued at $1000. The lookup on family search lists David as Q Henry not D Henry. (due to handwriting) . David was listed as a farmer born in Oneida County NY. Caroline was born in Madison County as were their children Henry, Elizabeth and Caroline. 
On 27 September 1857, David Henry and Caroline lived in Northfield, Rice County, Minnesota Territory along with their children Henry A. (7), Elizabeth (4) Caroline (3) and Jane (1).  Their next door neighbor was his mother Olive P. Frost who lived with her granddaughter and three other people formerly from NY, relationship to her unclear at this time. 

On 28 June 1860, David Henry and Caroline lived in Northfield Township, Rice County, Minnesota Territory. The online microfilm of the original census record is extremely faded and difficult to read. David was listed as a Justice of the Peace for occupation, They lived there with their children Henry (9), Elizabeth (7), Caroline (5), Jannie (3) and Cornelia (2). They shared the home with someone named Harriet Kingsley, relationship unknown at this time. The real estate was valued at $1300 and personal property at $300. 
In 1866 The Vinton Eagle (Iowa) posted an obituary for a child Theodore Frost, son of DH and CE Frost. The child died 29 Aug 1866. 

As of 8 July 1870, David Henry and Caroline lived in Belle Plaine, Benton County, Iowa. Their real estate was valued at $5000 and their personal property was valued at $7500. They lived with their children Henry A. (19) who was a printer, Elizabeth (17), Jane S. (13), Cornelia (12), Olive T. (2), Arthur H. (1) and a young man Arthur Peel (17) a printer born in Ohio. I know the son is Arthur K but the record lists him Arthur H.
In 1875, their daughter Marian Frost was staying in Rockland County, NY with her Aunt Emeline Eaton Jessup and was counted in the NY state census. 

As of 1 June 1880, David Henry and Caroline lived in Benton Township, Iowa. David was 59 and an editor; Caroline was 52 and kept house. They lived with their children Henry A. (29) an editor, Marian (27) schoolteacher, Caroline (25) clerk in Post Office, Jannie (23) teacher, Cornelia (22) clerk in post office, Theodora (12), Arthur (11), and Ethel (8). They also had a young niece named Cornelia Blackmer (10) born in MN who lived with them at the time. The names above are as they appear in the census record. 

In 1885, David Henry and Caroline lived in Willow Precinct, Antelope County, Nebraska. They were counted in the Nebraska State Census taken 1 June 1885. The household included David (64), Caroline (57), and daughters Jen (28) teacher, Cornelia (27) farmer, Theodora (17), Arthur (16) and Ethel (13). Their daughter Caroline (30) was counted in Gurney Precinct, Antelope County, NE living alone and working as a housekeeper. 
David Henry Frost died 11 June 1897 and is buried in Brunswick Cemetery, Antelope County, NE. 

The US Census for 1890 was destroyed in a fire so there is no data from that time period. The next census to contain data for this part of the Frost family was 1900. 

In 1900 US Federal Census, Caroline Frost the widow was listed in Antelope County, NE as a 72 year old farmer. She lived with her children Elizabeth (48) a teacher, Caroline E. (45) a teacher, Jane S. (44) a teacher, Cornelia (42) a teacher, Olive T. (33) keeping house, and Ethel E. (29) a teacher. 

Ethel E. Frost married Ralph T. Hoyt 1 Sept 1903 Antelope County NE. They had at least five children. Their eldest child was daughter Ruth Hoyt born @ 1905 in NE. Then came James A. born @ 1907 in NE. The rest of their children were born in Missouri: Jane Stiles Hoyt born @ 1910, Hope Elizabeth born @ 1913 and David Henry born 1915 . 

In US Federal Census 1910 C. E. Frost, an 82 year old widowed farmer lived in district 6-2 Antelope County, NE with her daughters E.M. (57), C.E. (55), J.S. (53), C. (52), and T.V. (43). They shared the house with Jacob Anderson (28) laborer from Denmark and Ann Blackmer (85) "sister in law" to Caroline. **** 
Caroline Elizabeth Eaton Frost died 30 Dec 1915 Antelope County and is buried in Brunswick Cemetery. 

In US Census Federal Census 1920, five daughters of David Henry and Caroline Frost still lived on the farm: Caroline (65), Marion (67) Jane (63), Cornelia (61) and Theodora (52). 
In US Federal Census 1930, in Crawford, Antelope County, Nebraska, three daughters of David Henry and Caroline Frost lived on the farm: Jane S. (73), Cornelia (71) and Theodora O. (62). They shared the home with their cousin Ellery Blackmer (75) born in NY. (son of their maternal Aunt Ann Eaton Blackmer) 
Marion Frost died in 1930 and her grave is marked with a stone including the names of her parents and her sister Caroline who died in 1929. Their cousin Ellery Blackmer who died in 1938 is also buried there, as are his parents.  
Theodora Olive Frost died 21 Aug 1937 in Oregon County Missouri. Jane S. Frost died 24 Jan 1941 Oregon County MO. Cornelia Frost died 23 July 1946 Oregon County MO, The three sisters are buried in the Arytown Cemetery Oregon County MO. 
In 1940, Cora and Jane were living in Couch Township, Oregon County MO with sister Ethel and her husband, son and daughter in law. That would explain how the sisters came to be buried in MO. 

**** I have found that Ann Blackmer was actually a sister to Caroline, not a sister in law. Ann (Eaton) Blackmer and her husband William H. Blackmer were the parents of the cousin Cornelia Blackmer (who lived with David Henry and Caroline in 1880) and of the cousin Ellery who lived with their daughters in 1930. Dorothy Riggs mentions Ellery in her memoirs when he rode by horse to the Thanksgiving dinner in 1878 journal entry.

Family of Ethel Emeline Frost:

Ethel Emeline Frost married Ralph Taggart Hoyt 1 Sept 1903 Brunswick NE. They had five children. In 1910 they lived with the oldest four children in Oak Grove MO on a farm next to his parents.  In 1920 and 1930 they lived in Oak Grove, Oregon County, MO with the youngest four children. Ralph was a general farmer. In 1940 they lived on the same farm but with son David and his wife Lilly and Ethel's sisters Cora and Jennie. The farm was on Couch and Thomas Roads according to 1920 Census. 
A) daughter Ruth Hoyt born 4 Dec 1904 NE. Died at home of pneumonia 19 Oct 1918 Oregon County, MO. She was only 14. She is buried in  Arytown Cemetery, Arytown, MO. 

B) son James Ard Hoyt born 8 July 1906 NE. Married Thelma Irene Rolen 18 July 1938. They had at least eight children. He was a farmer of livestock. James died 1996 in Oregon County MO! Thelma died 2015. Her obituary states she lived to see 25 grandchildren, 37 great grandchildren and 13 great,  great grandchildren. Sad that they lost two children but God blessed them with so much more. James and Thelma are buried together in Arytown Cemetery, Arytown, MO.

C) daughter Jane Stiles Hoyt born 22 Mar 1910 Oregon County, MO married Ralph Noel Wetzel 30 Oct 1935 Oregon County, MO. In 1940 he was a laborer on a WPA road Construction project. They were living in Couch Township near his parents and her sister Hope Combs. Jane and Ralph had at least six children.

They had at least four children. Gordon died 1985 but Hope lived to 98! She died 8 April 2011 She and Gordon are buried in Arytown Cemetery, Arytown, MO.

David Henry Hoyt married 27 May 1939 Lillie Nickless from Arkansas when she was only 15. David died 1 Jan 1967 accidental gunshot while cleaning weapon in home. Lillie died 2006. They are buried together in Arytown Cemetery, Arytown, MO.

1966 hospital in Boone AR. Complications after motorcycle accident. 

2) son Harley Ray Hoyt married Barbara and lived in Naples FL 2006.

Ethel Emeline Frost Hoyt died 13 Nov 1945. Ralph T. Hoyt died 30 Sept 1962. They are buried together in Arytwon Cemetery, Arytown, MO.
